· Determine annual budget and set priorities
· Approve expenditures over $500


Executive Committee

The Executive Committee will be comprised of the following positions:

· Chair
· Chair Elect
· Secretary/Treasurer
Terms are to be one year with the option of continuing for additional years as approved by the committee membership. Other representatives may serve on the executive committee as appropriate. 

Executive Committee Duties: 

· Preside over 3-4 meetings per year
· Set agenda
· Provide direction
· Facilitate participation by members in work of the committee
· Approve budget allocations of $500 or less
· Report to ISA via appointed Vice President representative
· Make interim decisions as necessary regarding the work of the committee
· Maintain fiscal records
· Provide minutes from meetings
· Facilitate the development of an annual executive report to be shared with districts
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
